Blackboard Assignment 

Assessment tool that is part of Blackboard. Use this 
instead of Turnitin for multiple file submissions, 
submission of different file types, submission of 
files larger than 40mb, submission of links to work 
hosted on other platforms, use when originality is 
not needed.

Blackboard portfolio

Blackboard’s inbuilt portfolio tool — please speak 
with your learning technologist.*

*Can be set up as graded or ungraded.
